Literacy Volunteers of Washington County (LVWC) began the year with public funding from the
Rhode Island Department of Education, Adult Education, and sign assurances to follow their policies
and procedures. Through the funding, three, part time literacy specialists — one for technology, one for
adult basic education, and one for English for Speakers of Other Languages— worked with volunteer
instructional personnel and participants to increase the instructional hours from 2,800 to 4,600

Cwer 120 adults worked on their literacy skills to meet shor-term goals, and 94 enlered the pro-
gram with a federally approved assessment and signed an agreement to study for 50 hours. Of these,
58 were post tested, and 40 showed improved literacy skills. Six adults passed the citizenship exam;
four entered the workforce; six increased their responsibilities at work; over forty retained employment.
Volunteers donated 3,518 hours to the organizafion. Ten new tutors joined our ranks.

Ahem, and estab-
lished the 25th Anniversary Endowment in her memory. The board wishes to acknowledge those who
