You’d need to come one Saturday when someone could spend about 20 min-

utes showing you what needed to be done, and then you could come out on your own.  We’d like 

to have someone as early as 8:30-9:00AM if possible.  We do have some wonderful ladies that 

come almost every Saturday, but there are some days we don’t have anyone and besides, the 

more we have, the faster it gets done! 

We’re looking forward to a great fall and holiday season:  with your help, it’ll be fun and success-

ful and the animals will all find wonderful homes!

We had 62 kittens at the shelter at one point 

this summer — we finally got a lot of them into 

homes but when you have so many, disease tends 

to spread much more easily.  Please remember to 

spray yourselves with Parvocide thoroughly and 

wash your hands and arms between each group of 

kittens and puppies!  It takes virtually nothing 

to spread ringworm and the sad thing is that 

when a kitten or puppy gets it, by the time it’s 

cleared up, they’re no longer cute little babies 

and are much harder to adopt out.

In early August, we had two cruelty cases 

back to back.  The first involved 68 animals!  

This was a malicious deprivation case where 

many animals starved to death.  Most of the 

dogs were hounds, which are very difficult to 

place.  Several local shelters helped out by 

taking in several of them, but we still have 

many, and they’re all sweethearts:  Millie, 

Sammi, Josephine, Red, Tom Bigby, Bernie, 

Baby, Karen, and Baby’s litter of Walker 

Coonhound puppies.  They’re putting on 

weight and enjoying being off chains and in grass for the first time in their sad lives.  Make sure 

you come by and love on them!  The owner they were taken from is a 

convicted felon, and will serve a minimum of 28 years in jail from the 

pending animal cruelty, gun possession and stolen property charges.   

Five days later, we removed six equines from a neglectful situation in 

Sumerduck.  We obtained custody of the equines but criminal cruelty 

charges are still pending.  We’re doing pretty well with placing horses 

into foster care, but as of today (September 10) we still have 9 equines 

at the shelter!  As we said above, we really need help with poop-

scooping the fields.  Also, if you have horse experience (meaning you 

have several years of hands-on experience with equines) we’d like to 

get some help with grooming the horses. 

Please read below to see all the dogs at our shelter and, as always, if it’s been a while since 

you’ve walked dogs or there are new dogs you aren't familiar with, please ask a staff member if 

you have questions about their behavior (how well they walk on a leash, if they pull a lot, if 

they’ll lunge at cats, etc.)!
