
May - We lost a dear friend of the ani-

mals, Boo the chicken man. He was a 

lovely man who took much pride in the 

care of his chickens and bunnies. We 

placed his 30 chickens into a great new 

home and his bunny is still here with us. 

Meg Gardner opened her gorgeous gar-

dens for a Motherôs 

Day Garden Tour 

to benefit MHF ï  

it was a huge suc-

cess despite the 

iffy weather! The 

June Benefit prep 

was in full swing. 

We took in a total 

of 57 needy  ani-

mals including 

Gus, a super cool rooster saved from a 

broiler factory! MHF held a volunteer 

orientation, 44 animals found new 

homes, and Claire Harrell joined our ani-

mal care team! We helped 5 families 

with medical care, went on 5 HIs, TNRd 

2 cat colonies and provided 13 low-cost 

spay/neuters.   

June - Our 14th Annual Black Tie 

Benefit at Peace & Plenty Farm was an-

other huge success! The Whalen Project 

donated their music for the night and 

they were terrific - everyone danced - it 

was great fun! Karen Rockwood & Flip 

Lewis gathered the best silent auction 

ever, and we had the gracious charm of 

hostess Rose Marie Bogley. Just days 

before the June event, we rescued 3 

starving 

horses from 

a trailer park; 

one died but 

with a great 

group effort, 

the other 2 

lived. We 

prosecuted 

their owner for criminal cruelty. Dr. An-

drea Russell is truly the #1 animalsô an-

gel for what she did for these horses. We 

also took in an additional 44 animals, 

provided 14 low-cost spay/neuters and 

11 animals found homes, including Toot-

sie, an adorable tiger stripped kitten who 

was born without hind feet. 

January - We started 2008 off with 

the seizure of 23 dogs from a man in 

Warrenton, VA. These dogs were being 

housed in horrible conditions , malnour-

ished and parasite-infested. The court 

ruled in favor of the animals and 

awarded full custody to MHF, although 

the owner ap-

pealed. By mid-

January, 3 litters 

were born so we 

had a total of 50 

large breed pups 

& dogs! We 

trapped/ neutered 

& returned 

(TNR) 20 cats 

and rescued 2 starving yearling ponies  

from a trailer park junk yard. Katie 

Beam re-joined our team as a Licensed 

Veterinary Technician - a tremendous 

help! MHF visited the Chained Dog 

Assistance (CDAP) families, took in 4 

additional animals and  found loving 

homes for 11 dogs and 2 cats. MHF also  

provided 27 low-cost spay/neuters, 

medical assistance for 7 families, and 

went on 5 humane investigations (HI). 

February -  We went back to court for 

the 50 dogs and won, but again, the 

owner appealed. The June party plan-

ning began! MHF TNRd 42 kitties in 

Winchester and helped the dogs in the 

CDAP. These poor dogs live a miser-

able life being chained up all of the time 

- they love our visits with warm straw, 

food, a hug and chew bones.  MHF took 

in 4 new animals and continued caring 

for the 30 rapidly 

growing pups! We  

provided medical 

assistance for 5 

families, 7 low-cost 

spay/neuters and 

TNRd 41 feral cats. 

MHF  found forever 

homes for 18 ani-

mals including 

Choco, a special Doberman mix who 

had been with us for over a yearï he got 

the best home ever! We also performed  

4 humane investigation and  held a vol-

unteer orientation.  

2 of the 30 pups born! 

March - Warren County Animal Con-

trol brought us 21 small breed dogs from 

a puppy mill seizure ï they were in rough 

shape both physically and mentally. This 

group rehabbed beautifully and all found 

lovely homes. The 

January puppies were 

getting big and the 

case continued so we 

decided to place 

many into foster 

homes. We visited the 

CDAP dogs, again 

very upsetting: such a 

sad existence they live. We rescued a 

sheep named Uncle Salty who needed a 

back leg amputated ï he did great after 

surgery and found a fabulous home. We 

TNRd 2 colonies of cats totaling 48 kit-

ties! Spring dog obedience classes started 

with Genevieve Warner, our dedicated 

animal behaviorist. MHF provided medi-

cal assistance for 7 families and 3 low-

cost spay/neuters. We welcomed Rachel 

Kenney to our animal care team, took in 

35 new animals, found forever homes for 

36 animals and performed 6 HIs.  

April - Puppy and kitten season had 

begun. We seized 24 cats living in a car. 

Most were purebred Ragdolls and Hima-

layans. All but 

one survived 

and found 

homes. We 

also began 

helping a ñcat 

houseò in 

Culpeper by 

removing cats 

weekly and treating them; pitiful creatures 

near death due to starvation and illness. 

We went back to court for the 3rd time for 

the 50 dogs - we won but the man peti-

tioned for yet another appeal. At this 

point, we were really struggling with the 

expenses from just this case. MHF  per-

formed 3 humane investigations, found 

homes for 34 animals, helped 13 families 

with medical assistance and  provided 30 

low-cost spay/neuters. We also took in a 

whopping 55 needy animals this month. 

Animal shelter spring time had truly 

sprung. Sadly,  itôs just never endingé

July -  We began a second round of canine 

obedience classes ï boy, did the shelter dogs 

have fun!  Itôs amazing how much training 

improves their adoptability. Volunteers took 

animals to an Adoption Day at Wylie Wagg 

in Middleburg and found great homes. Hil-

leary accompanied Fauquier County Animal 

Control to a property in Sumerduck where 

they found tons of starving and dead ani-

mals. 68 animals were seized and the owner 

was jailed due to being 

a convicted felon with 

guns on site. He was 

later found guilty of 

animal cruelty and is 

serving many years in 

prison. Our sweet but 

feral Foxhound Angel 

found her forever 

home after 1 1/2 

years here - it was certainly worth all of the  

effort! We held a volunteer orientation, 

adopted out 26 animals, took in a total of 86 

animals this month, helped 4 families with 

medical assistance, went on 3 HIs and pro-

vided 8 low-cost spay/ neuters. Wow!  

August -  Just like in past summers, the 

shelter was ñpacked to the raftersò with cats 

and kittens, not to mention the large number 

of horses and dogs from the cruelty cases. 

The shelter had not been this full since our 

Hurricane Katrina efforts. Hilleary seized 6 

equines in horrible condition; that case is 

still pending, but we did get full custody of 

this group and placed 3 into homes quickly!

Our dedicated volunteers manned a booth 

at the Farmerôs Market and raised much-

needed funds for the 

animals. We took in 23 

animals, performed 6 

HIs, found homes for 

30 animals, held a vol-

unteer orientation,  

provided medical as-

sistance for 13 fami-

lies and 20 low-cost spay/neuters. 

September ð Another busy month!   

We took in 15 small breed dogs from a 

woman who had 19 dogs and simply 

could not care for them all. Our pig Oliver 

got a new pen built by a community ser-

vice project. Justice was served for the 3 

horses that were starving in the trailer 

park ï their owner cannot own animals 

for at least 2 years, she has to pay restitu-

tion and had to relinquish her remaining 

animals. Dr.s Love & McKim of the Mid-

dleburg Animal Hospital announced that 

they were leaving - they are family to 

MHF so we were dev-

astated but happy for 

them. Janel Barton and 

Stef Perkins joined our 

team! We provided 14 

low-cost spay/neuters, 

found homes for 31 

animals, performed 5 

HIs and took in 27 

animals including 8 kitties whose time 

was up at 2 other county shelters.
