We also ask that you commit to at least one weekend day a month; once we have a full arsenal 

of volunteer cleaners, this may change, but for now this is the requirement. 

Our main need right now is primarily for Sunday mornings, although sometimes we do need an 

extra hand on Saturday morning.  The more the merrier, as far as weôre concerned:  weekends 

are our busiest days for appointments for potential adopters, so the earlier we can get the place 

looking (and smelling) nice, the better!

The Fauquier SPCA took several dogs, but MHF took most of 

them, including ten 8-week-old puppies, and Cookie the Presa 

Canario and Princess the Rottweiler, both of whom gave birth to 

litters of ten puppies the first week they were here. 

Thanks to many of our wonderful volunteers and other people in 

the community (including the contractor who did our recent re-

modeling), all of the 8-week-olds (now 4 months old!) have been 

put into foster homes and will be adopted by their foster parents 

once the case is won.  We have also begun this process with 

the two litters that were born here. 

The older dogs are also doing well, gaining weight, and getting 

lots of love from MHF staff and our volunteers. 

The appeal date is April 4.  Weôre confident weôll win, but please 

keep your fingers crossed!

LAW & ANIMALS 

On February 29, an unlicensed puppy mill was discov-

ered in Warren County (read the article here).  22 dogs, 

all miniature breeds, were seized and taken to the War-

ren County Humane Society.  Thankfully, the owner re-

leased the dogs to the sheriffôs office, so they can be 

adopted out immediately instead of waiting for a court 

case to be completed. 

MHF stepped up and took 15 dogs, including a 5-pound 

Chihuahua with 3 puppies.  A few days later, we had to 

take the remainder of the dogs from Warren County.  We 

now have 22 toy dogs! 

We have our work cut out for us, getting everyoneôs 

shots up-to-date, getting them spayed/neutered and 

clipped and groomed.  Several of the dogs have already 

been spoken for and thereôs a lot of interest in these toy 

dogs (which is why puppy mills like this are so common, 

unfortunately).  Make sure you take some time to visit 

them next time you volunteer!
