Adele regularly visited the park and they started noticing each other.  You might say it was òLove at 
First Flightó.  Johnny and Adele were married in 1978 and moved to the property known today as 
the Lucky 8 DGC.  Some time in 1979, Johnny and Adele went to the WV State Frisbee® Cham-
pionships.  As in many tournaments to come, Johnny won the event and was immediately addicted 
to disc golf.  òI started building my home course as soon as I came back from the West Virginia 
State Frisbee Championshipsó, Johnny stated during a recent phone conversation.  The Lucky 8 has 
had a number of changes over the years as disc technology improved and Johnnyõs skills excelled.  
The course started out with simple targets constructed of bushel baskets, orange tires, & hoola 
hoops.  Then after a visit to Huntsville AL.  There Johnny saw the use of culverts and 4 x 4 posts.   

Shortly after the trip  the bushel 
baskets developed into hexagon 
shaped baskets with a pole and 
chains in the center.   As time 
would allow, Sias built metal 
baskets and utilized the pole and 
chain assembly used on the hexa-
gon holes. 

As for the course and changes 
over the years, only four of the 
original holes are in use today.  
There has been many changes to 
the course with the fast develop-
ment of aerodynamic discs and 
the advancement of Siasõ golf 
game.  When joining Johnny in a 
round of golf,  you can hear 
sometimes Sias say òThis hole 
was designed to develop my 
forehand rolleró. 

Today you can find the Lucky 8 DGC maintained well with all 
the challenges found on most any course in the USA.  Johnny 
maintains the course with his wife Adele.  Considerate and 
trustworthy disc golfers are always welcome to shoot at the 
Lucky 8.     Anyone interested must contact Johnny & Adele 
with a date and time.
