After the dust cleared 

and the acquisition of the 
original Pole Holes® it took 
many meetings to convince 
the NEW management of 
the benefits and positive 
impact to the park. Members 
of MOODGolf and a coop-
erative effort of Marion Juve-
nile Correctional employee, 
Ian McNamara, the course 
work began.  Due to a de-
manding competitive sea-
son, many avid supporters 
were unable to attend work 
days.  However, with the 

increased interest for com-
pletion longtime friends, 
Chuck Custer & Ken Rollins,  
revisited the design and im-
proved it with just a few of 
tweeks. A combined 40 
years experience in disc golf 
helped the two understand 
the need for a unique course 
with an appeal to the 
masses.  The course loops 
thru a very nice part of the 
park.    One of the best fea-
tures of this course is the 
good mix of holes in and out 

of the woods.  
The course has a 
variety of hysers, 
anhysers, and 
twists with a 
variation of eleva-
tion changes that 
is sure to test 
your entire game.
