For an inexpensive
and easy fix, Chuck has
started a mulch tee project.
He has started on hole #14
that is located near parking,

restroom and playground in
Buckeye Grove. The tee is
looking good and useful with
some added safe footing.
With that said, we are asking
for energetic disc golfers to
purchase a bag of mulch to
take to the course. If more
golfers do this and talk about
it to other dedicated golfers
this, project should be under-
way soon. We should con-

tinue to fill tee #14 until near
level and not muddy. Other tees
are planned for this quick fix.
Most of the tees can be reached
by way of the parking lots. This
will enable us to direct interested
golfers throughout the project.
This will be a great fix until we
establish the tees for cement. If
