pants will be expected to fire off three shots to 
a near target with the expectation to either hit 
a hole in one, hit some part of the target, or 
get closer than others competitors.  Each shot 
is possibility worth points toward the overall.  
There is still one more requirement; the player 
must throw the first shot, then the second 
must be thrown before the first reaches target 
or ground, and the third shot thrown like the 
second.
