ATTRACTIONS IN AGUADILLA

Aguadilla is known as the "Garden of the Atlantic." The name comes
from the colorful sponges and marine life prevalent in this area. It is
also internationally known for its world-class surfing beaches.
Aguadilla’s most popular surfing beaches are Crash Boat (famous for
its crystal clear waters), Gas Chambers, and Wilderness. Others
spectacular and almost desolated beaches are near (5-15 minutes).
Visit the “Punta Borinquen Golf Course" only a 10 minutes drive
from the condo. Shopping, Bowling or another tourist facilities you
will found it in our neighborhood.

Crash Boat Beach (less than one mile from condo)

Snorkeling

The island’s best-known artificial underwater kingdom is found along the
pilings of the old dock at Crash Boat Beach in Aguadilla. Crash Boat is a
walk-in snorkeling and dive area. The pilings are covered with sponges in
every color imaginable. Waters slope from the beach down to about 30
feet, with visibility to 60 feet, and you find seahorses, colorful bristle
worms, feather duster worms, eels and schooling fish. (Snorkeling
equipment for three included in condo rental).

Wilderness Surfing Beach (3 miles from condo)

A very large tree-lined beach and major surfing spot, past “Las Ruinas del
Viejo Faro Espanol”. Rt. 107, turn into golf course, drive to the end of the
road. (787) 891-1005
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In less than five minutes, you can reach the traditional markets along the
"Progreso” street near the old central "Plaza™ with its Colonial Church;
you can spend a whole day shopping around for jewelry, tropical clothing
and handcrafted souvenirs made by local artisans. You may also find all
the banking services that you will need while visiting the town. Another
of the attractions of this town is the "Ojo de Agua" (water eye), this is an
underground fresh water source that anciently was used by the Aguadilla
Harbor in times of Spanish Occupation.

ATTRACTION IN NEARBY TOWNS

The West Coast of Puerto Rico (known as “Porta del Sol”) offers
some of the world great beaches. When you take a trip out west to
Porta del Sol, make sure you discover its major attractions: Isabela,
. as’;Aguadilla, Rincon (with its lighthouse park) and Afasco offer
80 some of the world’s great surfing areas and beaches. The small
towns of Moca, Aguada and Hormigueros are known for their
=B beautiful handicrafts. San Sebastian, Las Marias and Maricao
i represent  fascinating examples of the mountainous towns
~ dedicated to agriculture. In the port city of Mayagilez, you can
enjoy a first-rate zoo, historic theater and beautiful city plaza. The
Cabo Rojo area (Joyuda, Boqueron, EI Combate and Mona) entices
visitors with its beautiful beaches, excellent seafood and the
Boqueron Wildlife refuge, a paradise for bird-watchers. Unique
architecture helps to define San German; its neighbor Sabana
Grande is considered the gateway to the Luis Mufioz Marin
Panoramic Route. Lajas (a major pineapple producer) includes La
Parguera, which attracts divers and water sports fans. And Guanica
offers nature trails in the Guanica Dry Forest (a World Biosphere
Reserve) and the clear waters of Gilligan’s Island.

Las Cavernas de Camuy (23 miles from condo)

This incredible 268-acre park is the site of the great subterranean caverns
carved out by the Camuy River over one million years ago. The park is
one of the largest underground formations in the Western Hemisphere, and
only seven miles (11km) of this series of limestone caves have been fully
explored. The impeccably maintained trails gently descend 200 feet
through a fern filled ravine to the yawning, cathedral-like cavernsTours
available, visitors are guided through one cave and two sinkholes, there
are fine examples of stalactites, stalagmites and, of course, plenty of bats.
The park is equipped with picnic areas, walking trails, food facilities, and
exhibition hall and a souvenir shop, making it the perfect place to spend a
day. East of Aguadilla, about a 30 minutes drive. Open Wednesday-
Sunday 8 am-4 pm; admission US$10 adults and US$7 children.

Arecibo Observatory (30 miles from condo)

The Arecibo Observatory is the world's largest radio/radar telescope. The
observatory was developed by the National Astronomy and lonosphere
Center and it is operated by Cornell University under a cooperative




agreement with the National Science Foundation. Scientists from all parts
of the world come to this national observatory to carry out research
projects. Open to the public for self-guided tours. Adults: $4, Children: $2.

La Parguera (29 miles from condo)

Located in the Puerto Rico Municipality of Lajas, 'La Parguera'is a
vibrant fishing area, with many restaurants specializing in area seafood.
This area is also home to a unique lagoon that is home to millions of tiny
phosphorescent sea creatures. At night, these creatures glow if the water is
agitated in any way.

Bioluminescent Bay (29 miles from condo)

Watch the water glowing green with bioluminescent microorganism at this
southwest coasts site. Take a night cruise for an unforgettable experience.
Any number of boats can take you (for a $10 per person) from the main
dock to Bahia La Parguera to watch the dinoflagellates (by the millions)
emitting flashes of light that give the water a ghostly glow whenever they
are disturbed. Due to their delicate ecology, bioluminescent bays are rare.
