• Must demonstrate financial need. 
 
 
Procedures: 
• The Scout and his Parent/guardian must read the letter and complete the campership 

application. (There is a separate application for Cub Scouts and Boy Scouts) 
• The application must be received at 7580 Hamot Rd, Erie, PA 16509-4602 NO later than 

April 15, 2009. Applications received after this date will not be considered. 
• The Scout will be notified of the campership by mail on or before May 15, 2009. This is in 

time for discount registration fee. 
• The Scout will present the Campership Certificate to the unit leader for inclusion with the 

unit’s camp payment. 
• Applications are processed by a volunteer committee and held in the strictest confidence. 
• Camperships are available to all Cub Scouts and Boy Scouts in the French Creek Council 

regardless of race, creed, national origin, or handicap.

• The Langundowi Lodge Campership Fund is supported solely by donations to the fund 

through the Lodge and the French Creek Council. Other fund raising projects are 
undertaken by the Lodge to make the camperships possible.
