Tradition 11

Our public relations policy is based on attraction rather than promotion; we need
always maintain personal anonymity at the level of press, radio and films.

Concept 11

The trustees should always have the best possible committees, corporate service directors, executives,
staffs, and consultants. Composition, qualifications, induction procedures, and rights and duties will always be
matters of serious concern.

More About Step 11

Step 11 suggests prayer and meditation. We shouldn't be shy in this matter of prayer. Better
men than we are using it constantly. It works, if we have the proper attitude and work at it.
