And
the joy of helping a child paint a T-shirt —
perhaps the first new shirt in several years
— cannot be desctibed.

Bishop Bara-
hona was also installed as Archbishop of
the Anglican Church of the Region of
Central America (IARCA) in August 2002.

gregations on Sunday

e Day 5: Work day at one of the Anglican
Villages

e Day 6: Second Vacation Bible School
at an outlying parish; Compline

e Day 7: Rest and Relaxation at the Pacif-
ic Ocean; Reflection

e Day 8: Depart after breakfast

1. Air fare is currently $940 including
tax.

2. Room, Board and Transportation in
El Salvador are $70 per person petr
day ($490 for seven days)
