Other positive changes:

e Ralph will be opening up Pit Road for racers to use to get
back to the “hot pit” area after a run - without having to
drive behind the burnout boxes! Nice.

e The end of the track will be widened and there will be a
pull-over area for cars using chutes so they can pull over
and gather up the chute.

e Concrete 330 ft. The track will have new concrete from
the burn-out boxes up to the 330 ft line!

e Pit pass will cost $12, under 8 years old - only $1.

e Test and Tunes on Tuesdays still only $15.

e Anderson Equipment will be providing help with the lights
and sound at the track.

RULES

Interesting information to carry with you on your travels
this racing season. Some states (and Canada) require
traffic to move to the left lane when they come upon
an officer with their lights on - having pulled somone
over, etc. So, it might not be a bad idea to get in the
habit. If you see an officer with their lights on off to the
Right - Safely change lanes to the left. It could be the
difference between a ticket and a smooth ride.
